Swapping horses is always very 
interesting, with everyone discov-
ering a few things about the other 
‘kinds’ of horses out there — 
every horse and rider are so dif-
ferent! 

Then we had a quick break, fol-
lowed by the Trotting race.  This 
is a traditional event that has 
been in BRC for years, from back 
in the time when BRC was at the 
Knuckey Equestrian Centre and 
the race was held through 
Holmes Jungle.  Nowadays we 
just have a 10 minute trot around 
RRR, but it’s still great fun!  This 

year’s course must have been 
the longest one yet (or is that just 
my skewed memory!?) as we 
went all the way around the 
boundary and across the diago-
nal through the center of the 
fields.  

Everyone did a great job (no one 
fell off!!) and there were some 
pretty quick times made.  Thanks 
to all of our mums who helped 
direct us, and to Ayrial and 
Heather for time-keeping. 

The Trotting race medal will be 
presented at the end of rally din-
ner in height brackets, so make 
sure you get down there on 
Thursday 17th April at the Cas-
urarina Club!  

Then, since the jumps were out 
from the Pony Club Jump grad-
ing day we held on Saturday, 
Heather let us all have a go over 
them.  The bigger girls cantered 
easily over the 70cm course, and 

then we dropped the height a bit 
for the younger girls.  Everyone’s 
jumping abilities have really 
come along, particularly in the 
confidence of our younger riders, 
and in the ability of the greener 
horses (well done Jessica on 
getting Sam through the course!) 
Well done also to Gemma, who 
managed to battle Ozzie through 
the course!
