Numbers are low this year, but enthusiasm is high, and I'm pleased to see a lot of
improvement going on before my very eyes!

Rally two got off to a bit of a ragged start, but thanks for your patience and understanding.

Thanks a mill to Jodi Luke for guest-instructing for us. I'm sure I don't need to remind you
all to say a big THANKYOU at the end of the lesson - all the instructors are volunteers, and
it's particularly important that outside instructors take a good impression away with them!

My class was rather a mixed bag, with horses ranging from 12.2hh to over 16hh! However,
I think (and hope) that they all learned something and will go home and practice it!  Special mention to Jaimee for
facing down her nerves, (keep it up!) and to Penny whose big ex-racehorse shows lots of potential!

Gear check scores are pretty consistent - one mistake I do keep seeing is the saddle-blankets not being pulled high
enough into the channel to clear the horse's withers, before the girth is fastened.  This is really important, and if
you don't do it, can cause nasty rubs.  The sure-fire way to higher marks is evidence of GROOMING - which will
be covered in our next practical session!  A bath is not a substitute for a thorough grooming!
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This year the BRC committee is committed to building a cross-country course and some of
the work has started already. Three permanent jumps will be erected inside the campdraft
area and four portable jumps have been ordered.  On Sunday all the post, fence and a
small tree was pulled out to make way for the jumps. All the soil was then repacked and
rolled with the excavator. A trench has also been dug for the water jump so if anyone is
using the arena please be aware that there is a trench 3 meters long and 500 deep. It is
taped off so for now keep away from the area. Jenny and Dave hope to have one jump
(maybe two) done by this next weekend (Rally3). They also managed to remove all the
rubbish. A big thanks goes out to Stewie (Kelli's dad) who came and gave Dave a hand.�
